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(iv) Whenever application for a Licence is made for a Lot, the allotment 

shall be made only with the approval of the Director. 

(v) It shall be the responsibility of the Licensee to maintain a current 

address for service in the office of the Director. Direction to that effect shall be 

so noted on the License. 

(vi) A License for a Lot in the Hebrew Section shall only be granted to 

persons of the Hebrew Community. 

(vii) A License for a lot in the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Section shall 

only be granted to members of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Parish of St. 

Georges Church and to the families of said members. 

(viii) Double Depth Licenses are available for lots that will be deepened 

with the first interment and will eventually hold two traditional burials. If a Double 

Depth License has been purchased and the licensee decides against deepening 

before the first interment has occurred, the cost difference from the Double Depth 

License to the Adult License will be deducted from the interment fee of the first 

burial. No Double Depth fee will be reimbursed once a deep interment has 

occurred. 

4. SURRENDER OF LICENSE 

i) Every transfer of any interest in a Cemetery lot subsequent to the 

original sale thereof shall be made by the Licensee thereof giving to the Director 

a written notice containing a description of the lot, the date of the sale, and the 

name and address of the transferee. Upon receipt of such notice forthwith enter 

in the register the date of the transfer and the name and address of the 

transferee. 
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ii) The Licensee may transfer a lot to the City of Prince Albert. The 

City shall refund to the Licensee the original purcnase price, less thirty dollars 

($30.00). Thirty dollar ($30.00) fee will be waived if the original license price, less 

thirty dollars ($30.00), has the licensee owing the City money. 

iii) Whenever human remains in a Lot are disinterred from the 

Cemetery, the License to the Lot so vacated may be sold back to the City, and 

the City shall refund to the Licensee the original purchase price, less thirty dollars 

($30.00), of the Lot. However, if human remains are transferred from one Lot to 

another Lot within the South Hill Cemetery the original price paid for the use of 

such Lot may be applied toward the cost of the purchase of a License in respect 

of the new Lot or the cost of the disinterment as set out in " Schedule A " of this 

Bylaw. 

5. INTERMENT 

(i) A license of any Lot who, having necessary authority desires to 

have a grave dug therein, shall first pay to the Director the fees for opening the 

grave in accordance with the said "Schedule A" to this Bylaw or as the said 

Schedule may be amended from time to time by Resolution of Council. The 

Director shall then prepare a notice that the internment is to take place, setting 

out such details as may be required, and present such notice to the Supervisor of 

the Cemetery as his authority to open the grave as set out in the said notice. 

(ii) Written notice that an interment is to take place shall be given to 

the Director at his office at least forty-eight (48) hours before the interment is to 

take place during the period from November 1 to April 30 next following and at 

least twehty-four {24) hours hotice before the interment is to take place during 

the period from May 1 to October 31 next following. The forty-eight (48) hours' 

notice provided for herein must be given at a time which would give the Director 

at least sixteen (16) regular workjng hours, and the twenty four {24) hour notice 
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provided for herein must be given at a time which would give the Director at least 

eight (8) regular working hours, for the purpose of opening the grave in question. 

For the purpose of this subsection, "regular working hours" shall mean the time 

during which the Supervisor and his staff are on duty in connection with the 

regular work in or about the Cemetery. 

(iii) If proper notice is not provided, the extra associated costs incurred 

will be charged to the client. 

(iv) A grave for the burial of an adult shall not be less than two (2) 

metres in depth from the surface of the ground surrounding the grave, provided, 

however, that this shall not apply to the burial of ashes. The Supervisor of the 

Cemetery shall be the only person authorized to inter such ashes. 

(v) No more than one body shall be buried in one grave, provided, 

however, that this shall not apply in cases where provisions for a deepened 

grave for the purpose of two burials has already been made. In such cases, the 

first body must be buried at a depth of at least two and one half (2.5) metres from 

the surface of the ground surrounding the said grave. 

(vi) Except in the case of a person dying of smallpox, cholera, plague 

or anthrax, or in the case of an epidemic as shall be certified by the Medical 

Health Officer, or exceptional circumstances through special arrangements with 

the Director, interments shall be made only between the hours of 8:30 a.m. and 

4:30 p.m. during regular business hours. 

(vii) Except in the cases of an epidemic as shall be certified by the 

Medical Health Officer, or exceptional circumstances through special 

arrangements with the Director, interments shall not be made on Sunday, 

Christmas Day, Good Friday, Statutory, Civic or City of Prince Albert Union 

holidays. 
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(viii) No interment shall be made until the Supervisor of the Cemetery 

shall have been furnished with a legal Burial Permit, and proper notice is given to 

the Director as hereinbefore provided. The Supervisor shall return the said Burial 

Permit to the Director with the Supervisors' certification annotated thereto that the 

interment has taken place in accordance therewith. 

(ix) No person shall bury any dead body in The City of Prince Albert 

until such person shall have complied with the provisions of The Public Health 

Act, The Vital Statistics Act, and The Cemeteries Act of the Province of 

Saskatchewan. 

(x) A maximum of four interments may be made in a lot. 

two traditional burials plus two cremated human remains, or; 

one traditional burial plus three cremated human remains, 

or; 

four cremated human remains 

(xi) Children's lots only to have 3 burials allowed due to lot size. 

three cremated remains, or; 

one traditional plus 'two cremated human remains 

(xii) All traditional interments will require a vault, with the mi·nimum 

allowed being a City supplied fiberglass vault. A non-City supplied concrete or 

steel vault will also be accepted. Wooden rough boxes will not be allowed. 

6. FREE LOT 

There shall be no special section within. the Cemetery reserved for the 

interment of unclaimed bodies or indigent persons; however, the Director of the 

City of Prince Albert Social Service Center may issue an order for the interment 
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of unclaimed bodies or an indigent person within the Cemetery, and the Director 

shall provide a Lot for the purpose of the said interment free of charge. 

7. DISINTERMENTS 

(i) No person shall disinter or remove a body from any Lot without first 

producing a written order form the Licensee of such Lot. A Permit for such 

disinterment, or removal issued by the Minister of Public Health, and a receipt 

from the Director showing that the necessary fees have been paid in accordance 

with rates set out in "Schedule A" of this Bylaw. 

(ii) The City's service in connection with disinterments shall only 

include the opening of the grave down to the top of the casket or urn, and the 

contracted Funeral Home staff in charge shall be responsible for the actual 

removal of remains or ashes. 

8. BORDERS, FENCES, HEDGES, ETC. 

(i) No border, fence, railing, trelli~. coping or hedge, or any other 

bounding or enclosing object or material shall be constructed, placed or planted 

in or around any Lot other than the purpose of operating the Cemetery as 

authorized by the Director. 

(ii) Any border, fence, railing, trellis, coping or hedge, or any other 

bounding or enclosing object or material erected before the passing of this Bylaw 

shall be removed by the City when it rea.ches a state of disrepair as determined 

by the Director. Notice in writing of such action shall be forwarded to the 

Licensee at his/her address for service. 

(iii) No tree or shrub shall be planted in the Cemetery except with the 

permission of the Director. If any tree, shrub· or plant situated on or adjacent to 
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any Lot or part thereof shall in the opinion of the Director by means of its roots or 

branches in any way become detrimental to any adjacent grave, path or driveway 

or to the general appearance of the Cemetery or become dangerous or 

inconvenient to the public, the Director may arrange for the removal of such tree, 

shrub, or plants or parts thereof. 

9. MONUMENTS 

(i) No person shall place or erect in the Cemetery any Monument, or 

make any alteration to any monument without first obtaining a Permit for the 

same from the Director and presenting such permit to the Supervisor of the 

Cemetery. 

(ii) No person shall place or erect in the Cemetery any Monument that 

does not consist solely of imperishable materials. Applied decoration, 

constructed of plastic, glass, perishable or easily damaged materials are hereby 

prohibited in the Cemetery. 

a) Marble monuments will only be allowed for matching existing 

stones belonging to the same licensee owning an existing 

marble stone. The erection of new monuments composed of 

marble will not be allowed. 

(iii) No person shall place or erect in the Cemetery any Monument of a 

height extending more than thirty nine (39) inches above the surface of the 

ground immediately surrounding the grave. 

(iv) There shall be not more than one Monument and one foot marker 

permitted on each Lot with exception to the Veterans section. 
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a) Each lot will be allowed one foot marker not exceeding the 

dimensions of 12" x 24". All foot markers must have a 

foundation with a minimum 2" border. 

b) Foot markers must be flush with the surrounding soil surface 

and located at the foot of the grave. 

c) In the Veterans' Section an additional flat bronze grave 

marker not larger than eight (8) inches wide by fourteen (14) 

inches long, may be placed at the base of the upright 

Monument on the existing concrete footing. 

(v) All free standing foundations shall be constructed of concrete or 

granite and installeQ by the contractor under the supervision of the Supervisor of 

Cemeteries or his/her designate. 

a) Pre cast concrete foundations must be a minimum of 4" thick 

and constructed of 4000 psi concrete. Foundations made of 

4" thick granite with a minimum of 4000 psi will be allowed. 

b) Foundations must protrude a minimum of 4" from all sides of 

the base of a monument, with the exception of flat bronze 

markers which are only required to have a 2" border on all 

sides. 

c) Foundations must be installed as level as possible with the 

existing soil. 

(vi) When any Monument is to be erected, the Supervisor of the 

Cemetery shall in all cases designate the place where the material to be used in 

connection with the erection of such is to be stored during the course of the said 

work, and workmen moving any heavy materials over any path or Lot shall move 

same on planks or otherwise protect such path or Lot from injury or damage in 

such manner as may be prescribed by the Supervisor of the Cemetery. 
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(vii) Except as specifically provided by this Bylaw, the Licensee or other 

owner of a Monument shall have the right and obligation to preserve, improve, 

embellish and maintain any Monument placed or erected in the Cemetery unc;fer 

the terms of a Monument Permit issued pursuant to this Bylaw. 

(viii) Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that any Monument 

placed or erected in the Cemetery under the terms of the Monument Permit 

issued pursuant to this Bylaw is removed from the place so erected or placed in 

accordance with the provisions of this Bylaw, the Licensee or other owner shall 

be deemed to have abandoned the property so removed, and The City of Prince 

Albert shall have full right, title and interest in same. 

(ix) No one may install a memorial on a burial plot utilized for the 

interment of an indigent person until 15% of the current plot fee as set out in 

Schedule "A" has been paid. 

10. CARE IN PERPETUITY 

(i) All Lots in the South Hill Cemetery shall be entitled to care in 

perpetuity. 

(ii) All monies received from the licensing of Lots in the South Hill 

Cemetery shall be paid into an account of the Community Services Department 

of The City of Prince Albert known as ''The South Hill Cemetery Maintenance 

Account", and such value shall be used to offset the cost of maintenance at the 

South Hill Cemetery. 
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11 . MONUMENTS IN DISREPAIR 

(i) Unless caused by the negligence of the employees or workmen of 

The City of Prince Albert, the Licensee or owner of any Monument placed or 

erected in the Cemetery under the terms of a Monument Permit issued pursuant 

to this Bylaw shall be responsible for the maintenance and improvement of any 

such monument, or other like structure. 

(ii) For the purposes of keeping the Cemetery in good order and repair 

or for opening graves, monument or other like structure may be moved, or 

removed temporarily or permanently at the direction of the Director. 

(iii) Unless caused by the negligence of the employees or workmen of 

The City of Prince Albert, in the event that any monument or other like structure 

in the Cemetery shall, in the opinion of the Director, be damaged or deteriorated 

beyond reasonable repair, the Director may cause notice in writing to the 

Licensee or other owner of the said tombstone, Monument or other like structure, 

directing that the said tombstone, Monument or other like structure be removed 

from the Cemetery within the time specified in the said notice. 

(iv) Notwithstanding the foregoing, within the time specified in the 

notice referred to in subsection (iii) of this clause, upon the application of the 

Licensee or other owner of a Monument to which the said notice applies, the 

Director may grant a Permit to the applicant to perform stipulated alterations, 

replacements or repairs to the said Monument within a specified time. 

(v) In the event that any Licensee or owner of a Monument neglects or 

refuses to comply with the terms of a notice referred to in subsection (iii) of this 

clause, or an applicant neglects or refuses to comply with the terms of the Permit 

referred to in subsection (iv) of this clause, within the time provided by such 

notice or Permit, as the case may be, or if any Monument, fence or other

structure is erected, repaired or altered without proper Permit from the Director, 

or with Permit but contrary to the provisions of the Permit or this Bylaw, the 

Director shall have and he is hereby given full power to arrange removal of such 

tombstone, fence or other structure from the Cemetery at the expense of the 

Licensee or the owner of the Monument which may be recovered as a debt in a 

court of competent jurisdiction. 

(vi) All notices required to be given to Licensees of Lots or owners of 

Monuments or other parties in this Bylaw shall be in writing and shall be served 

personally or by registered mail to the address of the Licensee provided pursuant 

to Clause 3 (v) of this Bylaw or the address of the Permit holder contained on the 

Permit referred to in Clause 9 (i) of this Bylaw or such other address as shall 

have been last provided by such Licensee, owner or other party. Sufficient proof 

that such notice shall have been given may be made by the notice having been 

mailed or ordinary mail, postage prepaid, to such address. 

12. STILLBORN AND SMALL CHILDREN 

(i) When agreed to by the parents, the body of a child less than one 

week old or a stillborn may be interred in a special grave to contain when 

complete eight (8) bodies, but no License shall be given for such plot. 

(ii) When a child is buried in accordance with the provisions of the 

immediately preceding subsection, the coffin must be of wood of such thickness 

that a metal or plastic tag can be securely nailed or otherwise attached to the lid 

of the coffin. A Monument may be installed, but must have room for all eight 

names of the individuals interred within the common plot. 

13. HOURS OF OPERATION

14. GENERAL CONDITIONS

(i) All funeral processions shall be under the control and supervision of 

the Supervisor of the Cemetery while they are within the limits of the Cemetery. 

(ii) Artificial flowers or natural flowers that are secured or bound with 

metal wire are hereby permitted on Lots from November 1 to April 1 but are not 

permitted at any other time except for the purpose of burial ceremonies, at which 

time such flowers and/or wreaths are permitted for a period of seven (7) days 

following the said burial ceremony and after the expiration of the said period of 

seven days, it shall be the duty of the Cemetery caretaker to remove and destroy 

all such flowers and/or wreaths. 

(iii) The Supervisor of the Cemetery may remove from any Lot any 

weeds, wilted flowers, or floral pieces or any other articles or things which, in his 

opinion, are unsightly or which are considered to be an obstacle to convenient 

and safe mowing of the grass. 

(iv) No person shall give money or other reward to any employee of the 

City working in connection with the Cemetery for Cemetery services or attention, 

and no employee of the City shall accept any money or reward in connection with 

Cemetery services other than the payment of fees to the Director as required by 

this Bylaw. 

(v) All material brought into the Cemetery to be used in improving any 

Lot shall be transported and deposited in the Cemetery in such manner as the 

Supervisor of the Cemetery shall direct, and all earth, wood or rubbish remaining 

after such improvements shall be removed, or shall be deposited at a suitable 
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location in the Cemetery under the direction of the Supervisor of the Cemetery, 

by the person who provided the said improvements. 

(vi) No child under the age of twelve ( 12) years shall be admitted to the 

Cemetery unless in the charge of an adult person. 

(vii) Vehicles in the Cemetery shall keep to the driveways provided and 

shall not travel at a greater speed than twenty kilometres per hour (20 kph). 

(viii) All workmen employed on any work in the Cemetery shall comply 

with the orders and directions of the Supervisor of the Cemetery, who shall be 

under the direction of the Director. All Cemetery workmen and equipment shall 

be relocated from the vicinity of a burial ceremony to ensure that they do not 

cause interference with the said ceremony. This action is to be directed by the 

Supervisor of the Cemetery. 

(ix) The City Council may reserve from use any portion of the Cemetery 

which, in its opinion, is undesirable for the purpose of burials because of location 

or contour. 

(x) No person owning or having care of a dog or cat shall allow the dog 

or cat entry within the Cemetery. 

15. PENAL TIES 

(i) Every person who contravenes any provision of this Bylaw is guilty 

of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a fine of: 

(a) not less than $100 and not more than $2,000 in the case of 

an individual; 
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(b) not less than $200 and not more than $5,000 in the case of a 

corporation. 

(ii) All fines, penalties and forfeitures mentioned in this Bylaw may be 

recovered and enforced with costs by summary conviction before a judge and, in 

default of payment, the person convicted may be imprisoned for a term of not 

more than 90 days, unless the fine or penalty is paid sooner. 

(iii) This Bylaw may be enforced, and the contravention of any 

provision of the Bylaw restrained, by any court on action brought by The City of 

Prince Albert, whether or not any penalty is imposed for the contravention. 

(iv) Conviction of a person for a contravention of any provision of this 

Bylaw does not relieve him from compliance with the Bylaw, and the convicting 

judge or justice of the peace shall, in addition to any fine imposed, order the 

person to perform, within a specified period, any act or work necessary for the 

proper observance of the Bylaw or to remedy the contravention of the Bylaw. 

(v) A person who fails to comply with an order made pursuant to 

subsection (iv), within the period specified in the order, is guilty of an offence and 

liable on summary conviction to a fine of not more than $250 for each day during 

which the failure continues, to imprisonment for a term of not more than 90 days, 

or to both such fine and imprisonment
