The City of Prince Albert will once again be offering the Anti-Graffiti Paint Program. This program
encourages citizens to help reduce graffiti vandalism by REPORTING IT, RECORDING IT and/or
REMOVING IT.

Homeowners, business owners and private owned facilities can apply to the City of Prince Albert to
receive one FREE Paint Kit (one gallon of paint, one tray, one brush/roller and gloves) allowing the
individual to paint over graffiti located on their own exterior surfaces private property. Free Anti-
Graffiti Paint Kits are only available from May 17 to July 30, 2010.

It has been proven that the most effective way to prevent Graffiti isto remove it promptly “ Studies
show that removal within 24 to 48 hours results in a nearly zero rate of reoccurrence” said Greg
Zeeben, Director of Community Services. “With this program in place, the City would like to
provide some assistance to residents that are interested in immediately removing graffiti from their

property.”
